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Starlight City isthought provoking science fiction, a challenging mix of fantasy and realism. It is the year 2050. Kari, a
sensitive and musically gifted teenager, has lucid dreams about a mysterious group of people. Dream and reality merge
when Kari and her friend Jake travel to the City searching for explanations for strange events they have witnessed.
Welford has created a convincing twenty-first century world. The City is reminiscent of fin de si$ecle London but the
socia classdivideisintensified. The Misfits and Drifters have no status and the inner cities are dangerous, ghettoised,
'no go' areas. After pursuit by Zeon's secret police, Kari eventually finds answers to her questions, but her future
remains uncertain. A final twist leaves the reader to consider options for the future of our world.
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
